TASTING & DETAILS
This gorgeous wine greets the nose with �agrant aromas of dried 
Mission figs and hints of thyme. The flavors that follow include berry 
compote, red cherry, vanilla, light brown sugar and hints of cocoa. It’s 
a bright, juicy wine with many layers and so� supple tannins that lead 
to an elegant finish.

VINTAGE
The beginning of the 2019 growing season in Napa Valley was defined by 
copious rainfall and late soil moisture. The long, warm summer saw 
very few extreme heat events, with foggy mornings setting the stage for 
vibrant and expressive wines. The lengthy and relatively mild finish to 
the season, not without its moments of unpredictability, helped to 
preserve �eshness and finesse in the �uit with abundant hang time 
teasing out great color, structure and so� tannins.
