It beckons with aromas of dark 
purple plum and anise. Bright �uit flavors follow that include Bing 
cherries, boysenberries, white pepper and savory. The well-defined, and 
elegant tannins add texture and length to the finish and will ensure a long 
life in the cellar.

VINEYARDS
We believe great wines are made in the vineyard and we are committed 
to farming sustainably and naturally to preserve our properties for the 
long term.

VINTAGE
February saw abundant rains, followed by lots of filtered light in spring 
and early summer. Both bud break and flowering occurred under ideal 
weather conditions, creating plentiful and even �uit set. Summer 
brought generous sun during the day and cooler marine influences, 
virtually uninterrupted by major heat spikes. The relatively mild 
summer followed by extended Fall sunshine and moderate heat created 
near-ideal conditions for �uit to accumulate flavor complexity.
